1 Set the Power switch on the system unit (and expansion 
unit, if attached) to Off. 

2 Set the Power switches on all external devices (printer, 
TV, etc.) to Off. 

3 Unplug the system unit's (and expansion unit's) power 
cord from the wall outlet. 

4 Disconnect all cables from the rear of the system unit. 
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5 Move your keyboard and all attached devices away from 
the work area. 

6 	 Position the system unit to allow access to the rear. 

7 	 Use the flat-blade screwdriver or 1/4-inch nutdriver and 
remove the cover mounting screws by turning them 
counterclockwise as shown in the figure below. Save the 
screws for reinstallation of the cover.

If the 
graphics adapter is already installed in your system, and 
you are installing the Graphics Memory Expansion Card or 
the Graphics Memory Module Kit, go to Step 10. 

10 	 Use the flat-blade screwdriver or 3/16-inch nutdriver and 
remove the screw that holds the Enhanced Graphics 
Adapter in place by turning the screw counterclockwise. 
Save the screw for the reinstallation of the adapter. 

11 	 Grasp the adapter by the top and lift it straight up.
